CBO Assistance Fund Guidelines, 2006-2007

This two-sided document explains how a group may make an application to the CBO Assistance Fund.  
In order to be considered, organizations applying must communicate with at least one Director of Sekolo Projects Namibia.  The Director will present the application for the full approval of the Board of Directors of Sekolo Projects Inc. in the United States of America.  Grants are awarded and monitored by Sekolo Projects Namibia, based in Windhoek.  

Your project or programme should be structured with activities and goals and time periods.  Activities aim at goals; goals are reached at points in time.  Please indicate specific outcomes for the end of each time period.  By structuring the project by time periods, progress towards activities and goals is monitored and evaluated, and appropriate funding released.  (The application should be structured in the best way to suit the project.  For example, a project based on activities running during school terms will have 3 periods; or, a 6 month programme based on recognizable monthly goals will have 6 periods.)  

Any supporting materials that you submit with your application should communicate useful information about your group and project.  Photographic evidence of other projects your group has undertaken, newspaper reports, testimonials from officials or volunteers involved with your group, and proof of your group’s financial stability and reliability are excellent examples of supporting materials.

CBO Assistance Fund Guidelines
Project Objectives
Sekolo Projects funds activities and materials that cultivate HIV/AIDS education and prevention through two core objectives.  Successful grant applications will fulfill one, or both, of these objectives:

Team-building: means building self-confidence and resilience in young people; sharing insight and experiences that educate and strengthen a group of people by building the self-confidence of every individual.  A group of strong individuals becomes a more effective tool in communicating HIV information. 

Community Outreach: means connecting a group to its school and local community through activities and events that can communicate awareness of HIV, and issues of prevention, treatment, stigma and care.

The total budget may not exceed N$5,000 per 2 months or N$30,000 per year.

	Before:
· Participation in Sekolo Our HIV ABC workshop by facilitator or school (preferred)
· Liaise and communicate with Sekolo Director

During and After:  

· Submit photographic evidence of your project (you may request a disposable camera in your application)

· Submit ongoing monitoring of project
· Submit retained receipts


Please understand that Sekolo does not have unlimited funds and even excellent and deserving applications may be turned down after funds are depleted.    

Generally, priority will be given to project applications that are easy to read, well constructed and thought through.  We do not require three quotations, but successful applications will be realistically costed.  Priority will be given to rural schools in remote locations.  

Sekolo will not fund projects or activities that either do not need funding or that fall under the responsibility of Government and other organisations.  Specifically, we do not fund:

Salaries, or fees for teachers or other GRN employees; repairs of any kind to mechanical or electrical equipment (e.g. cars, minibuses, computers); petrol (NB: kilometers traveled will be reimbursed according to GRN rates); sports teams or sporting equipment; cash prizes; raffles, lotteries or gambling; medicines; alcohol; air tickets; insurance; facilitator training; school uniforms; shoes; electricity; telephones, telephone calls or vouchers; bore-holes
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Sekolo Projects (Namibia) is a registered Namibian Welfare Organisation run by a board of directors consisting of national and regional representatives from education.  Our Directors set our annual objectives and focus and apply for funding from our sister organisation, the USA-based charity Sekolo Projects Inc.  Sekolo means ‘school’ in Tswana.
